TITLE: RESCUE TRANSPORTATION TYPE RESCUE SITUATIONS

GENERAL: These documents represent a series of best practices. The document is intended only for the use of these agencies and not for any other public agency. The document is not intended to be relied upon by any individual, public or private, or agency. The documents achieve the best practice. Failure to adopt the NFPA (standard may not be used in court or in any other forum against these agencies or against any individual, other than used by these agencies. The imposition of discipline by these agencies against any individual under control of these agencies is not proof of the failure to comply with the standard of care, but only with these agencies practices. In many cases these practices strive to exceed the standard practice. Adoption of the NFPA (standards), when done, is not recognition of the standard but an attempt to) is not the failure to meet a standard of care but a conscious choice of which practices are the best practices for these agencies. 

     In order to safely operate about and around Hybrid, alternate fuel and like powered vehicles, it will be an absolute necessity to adjust the scene size up. As part of the scene size up, it will be determined if the incident involves any of the mentioned type vehicles. If possible an alternate type vehicle will be immediately noted to the entire crew. In order not to have consistent procedures, ALL vehicles will immediately be chocked on (2) two different wheel locations. It will be assured that ALL vehicles ignition keys will be placed into the OFF position. Under NO circumstance shall any responder approach any vehicle from the immediate front or rear until the vehicle wheels are chocked and a confirmation is made that the ignition key is in the off position. •Operator: Responsible for operation and placement of apparatus.  He is also responsible for power and air tools, and lighting requirements. 

•Rescue Officer: Is in charge of the responding company.  Upon arrival, he is the incident command or if incident command is already on scene, he must report to the incident commander. 

•Stabilization: The person performing this job is responsible for stabilizing the vehicle, and after that job is complete, the person becomes the partner of the path provider.  The equipment needed for stabilization is the wheel chocks and cribbing. 

•Easy Access Man: E.M.T. or First Responder is responsible for fast access to the patient for assessment.  When BLS arrives he becomes the partner of the path provider.  The Easy Access Man should always carry small hand tool jump bag.

•Path Provider: Is responsible for operation of the hydraulic rescue tool, air tools, and/or hand tools to provide an extrication path.  The equipment that is needed is all the necessary equipment for a prompt extrication.  

•Safety Man: Is responsible for crew safety.  He will provide fire extinguishment first, then when area is controlled will set salvage covers for tool placement and returns to crew safety.  He will continue to check for safety and stability of cribbing, ECT.  The equipment the safety officer should carry is an extinguisher and salvage covers.  

After any rescue situation is complete or extrication is complete the I.C. will mark time with Communications Center for future reference.
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
